


Position:   Seasonal Food Service Staff


Immediate Supervisor:   Food Service Coordinator


Nature of Duties
Food Service staff members are trained in “Serve-Safe” procedures, prep all food for our summer camps and guests, serve it, and clean up.  Staff members learn and assist with all tasks.  Much of the work takes place in the kitchen and dining hall, but there are several meals and events for which we grill and serve outdoors.  The kitchen crew also handles set up, cleaning and light maintenance.  Must participate in training and accept other duties as assigned by the Operations Director or Executive Director.


Qualifications:

Qualified persons will be high school graduates at least 18 years old, physically able to handle a wide variety of tasks, and will possess the following attributes:
· Solid work ethic; dependability, on time, and willing to put in a consistent effort
· Ethical approach to work; honesty and trustworthiness
· Ability to communicate effectively with a variety of people and in a variety of situations
· Desire to work in an organization with the mission, vision and goals of the LLCC (see other side).
· Responsive to supervision, eager to learn and to be trained, and committed to personal development on the job
· Able to take initiative and work effectively alone
· Flexible and adaptive approach to work and hours, including weekends 
· Enjoy physical work and working with a team.
· Because Lake Louise is licensed by the State of Michigan to work with children, successful applicants must pass criminal background and Central Registry checks.

Terms of Employment:

$300/week stipend, meals while on-site, and lodging (for non-commuters)
